- visit museums, exhibitions and places of classical interest

- participate in a classical table quiz or other competitions

- look at television programmes about the Ancient World

- read books and articles about Greece and Rome

- use the internet to find out more about the Greeks or Romans and their languages

Certificate exam like?
In the Junior Certificate exam, there will be
guestions on ten topics: five Greek and five
Roman. You will be asked to choose five of
these topics: two Greek and two Roman and
any one other.
In the exam, you will read and respond to
different types of questions: short-answer
guestions, longer questions, and questions
about photos or pictures.
You can take the exam at Higher or at Ordinary
level. When the time comes to decide, your teacher
will help you choose the level that suits you best.
