NPC welcomes the opportunity to make a submission to National Council for Curriculum and 
Assessment (NCCA) to inform the consultations on the Senior Cycle review. 

NPC started its conversations with parents of children in primary school in 2018. Parents informed 
NPC that they wanted to be part of the dialogue on the review of senior cycle as although their 
children were currently in primary school, any changes resulting from the review had the potential to 
impact their children when they reached this stage of education. On this basis NPC engaged in a 
comprehensive consultation with parents and more recently children in 5th and 6th class in primary 
education. The following report will set out the methodology used for the consultations, the level of 
engagement by both parents and children and the findings. 

Methodology 

The consultations occurred in two phases, phase one in 2018 and phase two in 2019. 

Phase one 
In March of 2018 NPC developed a survey based on NCCA senior cycle review documentation 
aiming to seek the views of parents of children in primary school on the current senior cycle 
provision, see Appendix 1 for the Parents' Survey questions and Appendix 2 for the Parents' 
individual responses. The survey was distributed to parents that were on the NPC contacts 
database. The database in March 2018 had approximately 9,500 individual parent contacts. Phase 
one consultation relied solely on this methodology of consultation. 

Phase two 
In 2019, NPC decided to re-engage with parents on the topic of senior cycle and also to extend 
the consultation to children in 5th and 6th class. 
Parents- In September NPC reopened the 2018 survey to give parents who had not engaged in 
the survey an opportunity to do so. In addition to the survey during October and November 2019 
NPC decided to host five regional events to conduct face to face consultations.  

Children- In September 2019 NPC developed a survey for children based on the questions from 
the parent’s survey to facilitate comparison, see Appendix 3 for the Children's survey questions 
and Appendix 4 for the children's individual responses. The survey was distributed to the parents 
on our database which currently has approximately 13,400 individual contacts who were asked if 
they consented, to ask their children if they would like to complete it. NPC also invited children 
in 5th and 6th class to attend, with their parents, the regional consultation events. 

Regional Consultation Events- The regional consultation events were held in five locations 
around Ireland, Dublin, Limerick, Letterkenny, Carlow and Killarney. Each event was structured in 
exactly the same format. At the date of writing this report two of the five events have taken 
place; Dublin and Limerick. In the morning of each event two presentations were provided to the 
parents and children to help inform their discussions in the afternoon. One presentation was from 
the NCCA on the review of senior cycle to date and emerging themes and the second was an NPC 
presentation on the parent and children’s survey results. Both presentations were interactive 
with the parents and children in attendance. After a short lunch break parents and children split 
up into separate parent groups and children groups, with approximately 5-7 in each group to 
again facilitate comparison between the views of parents and the views of children. 
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The questions set for the groups were as follows: 

Parent Questions 
1. What do you want your child to learn during senior cycle?
2. Where do you want your child to learn during senior cycle?
3. How do you want your child to learn during senior cycle?
4. How should we measure children’s learning during senior cycle?

Children’s Questions 
1. How are you feeling about going into secondary school?
2. Can you tell us about what you’d like to learn, how you’d like to learn it and where?
3. What type of assessment (or test) would do you think is the best way of checking what you

have learnt when you finish secondary school?

The parent consultation groups facilitated their own discussions using the questions to guide their 
discussions with one parent taking on the role of writing the feedback. 
The children’s consultation groups were facilitated by an NPC member of staff to support the 
discussions. NPC staff had received training from the DCYA prior to the consultation events on 
consulting children. 
In addition to the notes taken at the tables on the discussion and feedback all tables were covered 
with a paper tablecloth and parents and children were invited to write or draw any further points 
that they wanted to raise during the process. 

Finally, both parents and children were invited to take part in a vote on the points system currently 
used at the end of senior cycle. The vote was a secret vote, voting cards were distributed to all 
attendees with the following questions: 
At the moment most students get a place in 3rd level education ( like college/university) based on how many 
points they get in their Leaving Certificate exam. In the future would you like this to: 

1. Stay the same
2. Change
3. Don’t know
4. Other (with space to give full answer)

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Findings 

Consultation Events 

Question 1. What do you want your child to learn during Senior Cycle? 

Parent Responses 

In relation to the curriculum and subject range, parents thought that there should be a wider range of 
subjects with more choice and flexibility.  Some believed that there should be key academic core subjects 
with key learning outcomes identified from those subjects.  Others thought that there should be more of a 
focus on practical subjects and be less academic.   
Parents expressed concerns about their children’s creativity, they felt that it was encouraged in primary 
school but felt that it was stunted by the time they left secondary school, they wanted more music, drama 
and the arts taught.  
Parents questioned the purpose of Transition Year, asking what the purpose of it was, and whether or not 
there was a standard, and if that standard was being applied across all schools.  They believed that TY year 
should be better supported/funded by the DES.  Others suggested that TY should be incorporated across the 
school years both in Junior Cycle and Senior Cycle. 
Schools systems and processes were questioned, and parents said that they would welcome performance 
reviews for teaching staff, they thought that principals had too much power and that often served as a 
barrier to inaction between parents, students and staff.  Parents thought that there needed to be a process 
of reporting issues without having to go through the principal.  
High order learning was viewed as being important in areas of learning such as: 

• Critical thinking skills
• Encouraging creativity
• Public speaking and presentation skills
• Theory of learning

Concerns about children’s brains not being fully developed and the need for managing that were mentioned, 
and there was a lot of discussion about the need to focus on intrapersonal and interpersonal qualities such 
as:  

• Mental Health
o Coping skills
o Mindfulness
o Meditation/yoga

• Managing emotions
• Being allowed to be ‘me’
• Moral compass
• To leave school feeling happy and safe
• It’s OK to make mistakes
• Respect for teachers, respect for oneself
• GMRC (Good manners right conduct)
• Emotional intelligence
• Self-respect and self-acceptance
• Responsibility and consequences for behaviour

The need for practical life skills was also discussed, as well as preparation for transitioning from school to 
further education and the world of work.  Career guidance and preparing a CV was also thought to be very 
important.  
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Particular life skills that were mentioned were: 
• Drink and drugs awareness
• Driving safely
• Relationships and Sexuality
• CPR
• Time management
• Budgeting

Regarding subject choices, parents thought that there needed to be much more flexibility, some felt that 
there should be no compulsory subjects whereas others thought that there should be some flexibility around 
the three existing core subjects, in particular - Irish at Senior Cycle.  Some felt that having compulsory 
subjects was acceptable in Junior Cycle but thought that they should be optional in Senior Cycle.  Many 
thought that third level instructions needed to become more involved in subject choices taken in Senior Cycle 
and what they required when entering third level.   

There were recommendations for a more modular approach to Senior Cycle similar to the Leaving Certificate 
Applied, so that their children were educated for life and that students should be able to study subjects that 
interested them.  They said that children should be allowed to study several science subjects or multiple 
languages if they wanted to, and that very bright children should be facilitated to do a higher level of subjects 
if requested.  

Children’s Responses 

The children had lots of ideas about subject choices that varied from academic to more practical and creative 
subjects and had plenty to say about learning about life skills.  

Academic subjects: 
• Agricultural Science
• Engineering
• Maths, Irish, English, Science, History,

Geography
• Home economics
• How to run a business
• Construction
• Architecture – design
• Languages
• Forensic science
• Maths in different types of ways
• Weather and how it works
• Learning about World War 2 and Anne

Frank

Life skills: 
• How to drive
• Get us ready for the real world
• Healthy meals
• Bank account
• Budgeting
• Washing
• Shopping
• Critical thinking and social skills
• Prevention of cyber bullying
• Cooking and baking
• Unusual subjects like first Aid, how to save

a person, lifesaving programme, cardiac
arrest, seizure etc.

• Current affairs – Brexit etc.

• How the body works
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Creative subjects: 
• Music
• Woodwork and Metalwork
• Art
• Learn a musical instrument
• Singing

Sport and recreation: 
• Bird Watching
• Camogie
• Climb mountains
• Gardening

Question 2.  Where do you want your child to learn during senior cycle? 

Parents’ Responses 

Whilst they thought that the classroom was a good place to learn there were many suggestions that 
classrooms needed to be more adaptable to learning, furniture should be allowed to be moved around to 
facilitate more group or discussion-based learning.  
They thought that being out in the community would be beneficial where they might see ‘real Life’ careers, 
for example watching what the day to day experience of being a doctor/construction worker/hairdresser 
might be and how particular subjects might be used in those careers.  They also believed that bringing in 
parents to schools to chat about their careers would have a value in helping students choose a career or 
further education path. Grandparents were mentioned as a resource to come into schools to talk about their 
lives, past and current, what it is like to be older and perhaps being lonely and what it’s like being lost in a 
world of fast moving technology, they felt this might help students to become more aware of the needs of 
others in the community.  
Suggestions of where to learn: 

• Online
• Community volunteering
• Workplace experience
• Foreign travel – school swap
• Flexibility of attending other schools if subject choice is not available
• Home
• Garden
• Outdoors
• Walking
• Museums
• Field Trips
• Trips to third level colleges to shadow other students
• Online learning to be encouraged through courses, seminars, workshops in schools.
• Most of the learning hours should be at school and less at home

There was a suggestion of providing transitional spaces – not really a classroom but still part of school where 
they might learn independently by E-Learning – a less structured place and have more flexibility. Students can 
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learn at their own pace but are supervised with networks.  It would have study-pods and bean-bags, children 
would need to have an input, and noise quiet options.  

Children’s’ Responses 

When children were asked to think about where they would like to learn they came up with some very 
specific locations such as: 

• Restaurant
• Library
• On a farm
• In a forest
• At Home
• In the classroom
• Outside
• In the gym
• At a lake
• Learn in places where the things are actually used
• Online
• Abroad
• If your school doesn’t teach a certain subject, you can do it somewhere else
• Work experience is important
• I like going to places and finding facts for myself
• Go to see how people do their jobs, such as doctors, scientists, Fire station, library

When asked if they would prefer to learn inside in a classroom or outside, they said it depended on what you 
liked but being outside might be distracting for some people but being at a lake would help you to learn 
about frogs for real.  

Question 3.  How do you want your child to learn during senior cycle? 

Parents’ Responses 

Parents thought that the classroom structure needed to change, that it is very rigid, very disciplined and 
teacher focused whereas it needed to be more student centred, but class sizes need to be reduced.  Students 
should have options to stand or sit and have more interactive lessons such as watching a video with 
roundtable discussions afterwards. Children learn from mistakes and should be given an opportunity to talk it 
through, evaluate and redo.  
Parents thought that peer led learning could be useful, learning with older students using a buddy system.  
Past pupils could be encouraged to come back and offer support, telling students about their experience of 
Senior Cycle, progression to the next level of education, apprentice or career.   
They felt that there needed to be a diversity of learning approaches: 

o Learning by doing
o Visual
o Auditory
o Group work
o Subject sampling
o Learning to overcome their disabilities – to have a voice
o Know they can ask for support
o Learning to meet his/her needs – not the curriculum

Parents felt that children should not be segregated by entrance exam results, they should be taught together 
and separate smaller groups of children in class for additional support like they do in Primary school.  They 
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felt that there should be less segregation overall for less segregated schools for example technical/Vocational 
vs Academic.  

Children’s Responses 

Children expressed an understanding of different learning abilities and said that not everybody learnt at the 
same pace or in the same way.  They said that some people were better at things than others and that some 
people had disabilities and would need to learn things differently.   
They said they wanted to talk and not just to listen, that just listening to one voice was difficult and that they 
sometimes ‘zoned out’.  There were a lot of suggestions for independent learning - projects and searching for 
things themselves.   
Children’s suggestions for how they wanted to learn: 

o Experiments
o Practical work
o Project work
o Teamwork
o Listen and talking
o Watch videos of the subject you are doing
o Online
o Working independently
o Watching movies
o You prefer the subject more if you could touch or see what you are learning about
o More activities and less writing
o Interacting with others
o I’d like a hands-on class that shows you what to do and you learn where and how to use it
o If you are doing project work, you can look up stuff on google and teamwork together
o Study with a partner, on your own, in a group
o I want to learn with electronics
o Can I learn in pairs, groups teams with tablet and laptop? NO BOOKS!!
o Orally, teams and technology

Question 4. How should we measure children’s learning during Senior Cycle? 

Adult Consultations 

When asked about how we should measure students’ learning in Senior Cycle most parents stated that they 
would like to see some element of continuous assessment and several of them stated that it should be 
spread over the entire Senior Cycle to include Transition year.  They said that not all subjects should be 
examinable in the traditional way, that participation should be enough for certain subjects such as wellness, 
nutrition, and some of the life skills.  The also thought that credits should be given for students who are 
involved in volunteer work or work experience, similar to An Gaisce awards.  
Parents said that the points system should not be the only way of entry into University or college, that Post-
Leaving Cert course should be encouraged more.  Some believed that the curriculum should be revised and 
broken down to only continuous assessment across the entire Senior Cycle.  Some thought that assessments 
should be graded by their teachers as they knew them best but have an appeal process in place, whilst others 
thought that assessments should be graded by external people, and perhaps by people external to the DES 
perhaps professionals working in particular fields.  
Specific suggestions also included: 

o Transition programmes developed to earn credits for the Leaving Cert
o More flexibility around subject choices, more continuous assessment, no compulsory subjects
o Project work
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o Field work
o Oral, interviews
o Do away with the points system
o Aptitude tests
o Students to have choice in the way they are assessed
o Find a new name for Leaving Cert Applied (too negative)
o Children should have a choice of doing exams on a computer, on paper or in an interview style

Whilst parents felt there was a need to put a value on high order learning and personal development, they 
were unsure as to how that could be measured in any meaningful way.   

Children’s Responses: 

When the children were initially asked about assessment most of them weren’t familiar with the term 
assessment but all of them understood what the Leaving Cert was.  Many of them said that the points system 
didn’t make sense as writing things down doesn’t show how much you know.   

Children’s suggestions about how they should be assessed included: 

o Continuous assessment would take some of the stress out of the Leaving Cert
o Do a small test on a few questions and if you get a question wrong look over your mistakes and learn

from them so you know them for a big exam
o Use the notes the teachers make
o Look at all the reports on the person
o Smaller tests preparing you for the big test
o Not just one big test at the end
o Continuous assessment cause if you’re really bad at Irish you know what you need to do
o If you’re stuck someone should help
o Junior Cycle – it’s important to have lots of subjects
o Senior Cycle – you need to know what you’re good at.  What would be needed for your job?

When asked if there were other ways of assessing their learning they answered: 
o Test
o Project
o Helping and teaching other children

Additional Areas of Discussion 

A common theme for parents that was repeated throughout the sessions was the need for more career 
guidance and for that guidance to start much earlier during 1st  year.  They also made several 
recommendations that the Career Guidance Counsellor should not be the only source of this guidance, they 
felt that members of local industry and the community should also be utilised.  
Parents also said that they would like their children to leave secondary school as confident ‘well-rounded’ 
people who were prepared for life after Senior Cycle and put a lot of value on learning life skills, 
intrapersonal, interpersonal and high order learning.  This was a common theme throughout the 
consultations regardless what question was being asked.
