National Parents Council Primary used two methodologies to access parents' views on the Draft 
Primary Curriculum Framework, a survey and an online consultation.

The survey ran from 5pm on the 16th of  March 2022  to 11:45pm on Wednesday the  
6th of April 2022 and was sent to NPC members and those on the NPC contacts database 
who have consented to taking part in surveys. 

There was a total of 2883 responses. 92% of 
parents surveyed had a child in Primary 
School, while the remaining 8% had a child in Early 
Years Education. 

On Tuesday the 5th of April the National Parents 
Council Primary hosted an online consultation 
event with parents to discuss their views on the 
redevelopment of the Primary Curriculum. As with 
the survey, details of this event were sent to NPC 
members and those on the NPC contacts 
database who have consented to taking part in 
surveys. 75 parents participated in the 
consultation event. NPC engaged an external 
facilitator for this consultation session. 

The views of parents expressed through the 
survey and the consultation will be represented 
below.  The results of the parents survey are 
presented using the sections of the Draft Primary 
Curriculum Framework.

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Key Competencies 

Parents were presented with an overview of the key competencies laid out in the Draft Primary 
Curriculum Framework and were asked how important it was to them that their child learns each of 
those competencies in Primary School.  

- “Communicating and using language” was chosen as very important by 84% of parents.
- “Fostering Wellbeing” was very important for 79% of parents,
- 76% of parents felt that “Being Creative” was very important to them
- 68% of parents felt that “Learning to be a Learner” was very important to them
- “Being an active citizen” was chosen as very important by 61% of parents
- “Being a digital learner” was chosen as very important by the least number of parent; 49%.

o 3% of parents felt this competency was either unimportant (2%) or very
unimportant (1%)

Curriculum Areas and Subjects 

The majority of parents (69%) agree with the proposal for children to learn in broad curriculum areas 
from junior infants to second class, and individual subjects from 3rd to 6th classes. 16% would rather 
all classes learn individual subjects, while 11% would rather that all classes learn in curriculum areas.  

The importance of play, and playful learning is highlighted at various points throughout the Draft 
Primary Curriculum Framework, and resonated with the parents surveyed. Parents were presented 
with a range of different options for increasing play and playfulness in the Primary Curriculum. All of 
the options were chosen by at least 50% of parents.  

- Outdoor play was the most popular (78%), with Music being chosen by 75% of parents
- Coding and Yoga were the least popular options, but were selected by 52% and 53% of

parents respectively.
- 4% of parents said they would not like more play/playfulness in curriculum
- 8% of parents chose “other”, and then had the option to specify the ways that they would

like to see play and playfulness brought into the Primary Curriculum. There were 131
comments left on this question, and a full transcript of all comments can be found in
Appendix 1. A selection of the comments are included below:

o Arts & crafts
o Mindfulness
o Include more options for kids with additional needs like dyspraxia, sensory play for

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The majority of parents (78%) parents would like their child to learn a Modern Foreign Language in 
school while 9% would not. 13% of parents were unsure. 

In addition to surveying parents on adding Modern Foreign Languages to the Primary Curriculum, 
parents were asked if there were any other subjects they would like their child to learn in Primary 
School.  660 parents left comments on this question, and there were a wide array of subjects and 
areas included. Some of the suggested subjects include: 

- Mindfulness, sexual education, social skills, sport, music
- Sign language
- More outdoor play, physical activity, nature walks, day trips
- The actual teaching of how to learn, learn to learn, how to study, improve memory, give the

child the tools to remember
- No, I think they are doing too many subjects now
- General life skills or cooking, gardening, tidying, basic gardening skills
- Music
- Anxiety and coping with emotions class. Teach a child to deal with situation and how to find

a positive from a negative. Give the tools from day one
- I think religion should be taught in a broad sense and that specific religious instruction

should be extra-curricular
- Travelling Community
- Empathy, compassion
- The value of money and savings
- Animal welfare and responsible pet ownership
- Education on bullying- having respect for others, treating people equally, not excluding

other children.

Time allocation 

The majority of parents agree with the proposal for a mix of weekly, monthly and flexible time 
allocations with 68% answering that is seems like “a good option”. The next most common answer 
was that “all subjects should have a weekly time, with no monthly time and some flexible time” 
(20%). 

There was a relatively even amount of responses for each of the proposed time allocation options, 
but 37% of parents would like to see proposed time allocation option 2 moving forward - 24% of 
parents would like time allocation 1, 23% would like time allocation 3 and 16% would like none of 
the options given. Parents could indicate what kind of time allocation they would like in a comment 
box. A selection of the comments are included below: 

- Current allocation with more PE
- Modern Foreign Languages not given enough time. Yes to more PE. No to “wellbeing” as a

stand-alone concept. Can we not feel well and do well doing our subjects?
- I like the current curriculum
- Too much emphasis on language and maths, and not enough time on arts
- Flexible time does not make sense to me. The day/week should have a proper structure.

Agree with the current option.
- Too much well-being and not enough time or basics in history/geography/science
- Far too much time assigned to the patron’s programme and too little in science.
- I don’t believe that many hours are needed for languages and maths every week. It’s a lot

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To assess the balance of subjects parents would like their child to learn, they were presented with 7 
areas that their child would be spending time on, as per the Draft Primary Curriculum Framework 
(the 5 broad curriculum areas as set out in the Draft Primary Curriculum Framework, the Patron’s 
Programme and Flexible Time). Parents were then asked to rank the areas in order of how much 
time they would like their child to spend on them in a week. The results of this question were 
complex and are best interpreted from the chart below.

The importance of being engaged in their child’s learning, and connecting the curriculum to 
children’s lives in a meaningful way was recognised by parents.  

54% of parents surveyed felt that they were as involved in their child’s learning as they would like to 
be, while 46% were either unsure (18%) or were not as involved as they would like to be (28%). 
When options for being involved in their child’s learning were presented to parents,  

- 85% said that they would like “two-way communication (notes in journal, texts, phone calls,
emails, informal conversations, meetings) between me and my child’s teacher about my
child, their likes and interests, how they like to learn, what’s happening in their life at the
minute” as a way to work with their child’s school to support their learning,

- 51% chose “going to information or training sessions in my child’s school on topics like how
to support my child’s reading at home, how to help my child enjoy school and learning etc”

- 44% would like the option of “going to in-school activities like “parent career days” (where
parents tell the class about their work), parents helping out with different classes or topics
(like teaching a gardening course, or running science experiments)

- 5% would not like to work with their child’s school to support their learning

When parents were presented with a range of options for how the curriculum might be connected 
meaningfully to children’s lives, all options were chosen by over 50% of parents. 

- “Children going on school tours to places of events that children in the class are interested
in” was the most popular (71%),

- 67% of parents would like to see “class visits from local community members who have jobs
or hobbies in areas students are interested in”

- “3-way conversations between children, parents and their teachers to explore each child’s
interests, knowledge and how they like to learn” was the least popular choice, but was still
chosen by 54% of parents.
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Priorities arising during the Covid-19 Pandemic 

The top 3 priorities parents would like to see included in final Draft Primary Curriculum Framework 
were 

- More active learning, by using discussions, problem solving, case studies, role play, art and
other methods to keep students interested in learning and help them understand topics
better (66%)

- Supporting children to be as physically, emotionally, socially and spiritually healthy as
possible (55%)

- Making sure that play, playfulness, creativity and difference are used more in teaching and
learning (35%)

Open-ended questions 

Q: What positive parts of your child’s current learning and education should be kept? 
878 parents left comments on this questions. The answers were varied with parents highlighting 
many positive elements of their children’s current learning and education. Positive relationships with 
teachers, good school environments, attention to children’s wellbeing, the teaching of certain 
subjects, PE and time for free play were some of the positive aspects that parents noted. Some 
parents noted that there were no positive parts of their child’s current learning and education that 
should be kept. A complete transcript of the answers given is available in Appendix 1. A selection of 
the comments submitted can be read below: 

- None. Prefer a change
- I love the way they learn maths, and so do they
- Language and maths as a priority
- Outside playtime
- Everything is good
- Health and well-being, especially mental health

- None, it needs a shake-up. It’s practically the same as when I was in school but taught in a
nice way

- Great relationship with teacher
- Learning through play
- Phonics
- Overall I’m happy with the current system
- Project-based learning
- Maths, English, PE, Science, Geography should definitely be kept
- Religious Education which is fantastic for learning right/wrong. Time allocated to Irish should

be retained but with more focus on spoken Irish and not grammar
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Q: Do you think any part of the current Primary Curriculum should be removed? 
874 parents answered this question. While many parents felt that no part of the current Primary 
Curriculum should be removed, many topics or subjects were identified by other parents as 
something they would like to see removed from the Primary Curriculum. Religion and Irish were 
especially common answers to this question, with Religion (Religion/Religious Education/Patron’s 
Programme) being identified by 364 parents (41.6% of the total comments), and 121 parents (13.8% 
of the total comments) naming Irish as something they think should be removed from the current 
Primary Curriculum. A further 52 comments (5.9%) were in relation to homework, with parents 
saying they would like to see homework reduced or removed. A complete transcript of the answers 
given is available in Appendix 1. A selection of the comments submitted can be read below: 

- Religion
- Irish
- Homework
- Not removed, but religious education should be broadened
- I’m not personally a fan of Jolly Phonics, but maybe research has suggested it’s the best way

to start reading?
- Sacrament preparation
- Mental maths is a joke
- No, but less time on Irish and more free time and play time
- Cursive handwriting
- Sex education is too much detail for senior infants. They should know about touch and

safety but it’s too deep at the minute for children so young
- The intensity at which Maths and English are being taught as the pandemic sees children

falling below “standards”. The current “curriculum” no longer caters for the world we live in.
Standardised tests need to be removed. Causing too much distress on children, parents and
teachers

Q: Is there any part of the new Draft Primary Curriculum Framework that could, or should, be 
removed? 
670 parents answered this question. The comments for this question were varied, with parents 
identifying many areas they felt could be removed or altered. However, as in the previous question,  
Religion was the subject that seemed to strike a note with parents with 13.8% of the total comments 
(121) naming Religion/Religious Education/Patron’s Programme as something they think should be
removed from the new Draft Primary Curriculum Framework. A selection of the comments
submitted can be read below:

- Religion
- There appears to be limited interest in the academic needs of child
- Patron’s Programme
- Yes, all
- No
- Unsure
- Overemphasis on Modern Foreign Languages at the cost of visual arts, environment and

religious education
- No, but once again the main subjects are not being reduced
- Flexible time
- No, I think it is a good model
- Irish should be re-examined, more focus on conversational Irish
- I don’t want my child to be given sensitive information at too young an age in social issues
- The wellbeing section appears to be a very substantial one, and it’s not very clear what it

entails. Afterall, wellbeing is something we create through kindness, everyday interactions
and doing what we love. Perhaps some of this time could be reallocated to maths, science
and arts?
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Online Consultation with Parents 

Parents were invited to engage in small group discussions in break-out rooms and feedback 
through the Zoom chat function and Mentimeter. An overview of each of the questions is 
included below, and a full transcript of the chat and Mentimeter content is available in 
Appendix 2. 

1. Following a presentation by the NPC CEO on the survey results to date, parents were invited
to answer “Building on this feedback, what additional advice would you like to give now to
those drafting the NPC(P) submission ?” via Mentimeter.

The most common topic that came up for parents for this question was Religion. While it seems that 
the majority of parents who spoke about Religion were in favour of removing it from the Primary 
Curriculum, or broadening it to include an education on all religions it should be noted that many 
parents were strongly against the removal of Religion from Primary Schools. Another subject that 
parents highlighted was Irish. Many parents felt that Irish should either be removed, or restructured 
to focus on conversational Irish instead of written Irish. However, as with Religion, many other 
parents felt the Irish should be kept as it is currently. The full chat and Mentimeter transcripts can be 
read in Appendix 2. 

2. Parents were placed into breakout rooms and given time to discuss “Things that are
interesting and important for you that you think others probably do not understand or
appreciate enough”. They were invited to share feedback via Mentimeter.

As in the previous discussion, Religion and Irish were subjects that were raised by parents a number 
of times. Again, many parents felt that these subjects should be removed or restructured to be 
broader, while many other parents felt they should be left unchanged. 

During this discussion, the topic of lunch breaks, specifically children not having a long enough lunch 
break was raised by a number of parents. On a related note, some parents felt that more time for 
outdoor learning and play was important. The full chat and Mentimeter transcripts can be read in 
Appendix 2. 

2a. Building on the issues of short lunch times and outdoor play that were raised during 
discussion 2, parents were asked “If there was more relaxation time for children, what should 
there be less time for?”   

35% of the parents who answered this question said religion and 19% said Irish, with a few 
parents keen that less time should be spent on screen time watching educational videos, 
movies, using whiteboards or teaching technology. The full Mentimeter transcripts can be read in 
Appendix 2. 
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3. The breakout rooms were asked to discuss the questions in the 'Six of the Best' template and
fill it out. The questions and an overview of the answers given are included below. The
template transcripts can be read in Appendix 2.

• 3 things which mustn’t be lost
The answers given to this question were varied, however 5 out of the 21 comments were in
relation to outdoor play, fun and learning, while a further 5 were about preserving the focus
on literacy and numeracy or “core subjects” such as English, Maths, History, Geography,
Science .

• 2 areas for improvement
Parents put forward many different areas they felt could be improved. Topics such as
broadening the scope of Religion, improving communication between parents and teachers,
more time to eat and play at lunch, more physical play and activity, and the teaching of Irish
were mentioned at least twice.

• 1 specific suggestion
The suggestions raised in this section were all different, with no one suggestion being
repeated by another group. The answers given include things like separating church and
State, making lunch times longer, providing age appropriate sex education, more outdoor
learning, keeping IT to a minimum, and the inclusion of traveller children in games etc.

4. Finally, parents were asked “Is there anything else you want to say or emphasise now that will
help NPC (P) in making their submission ?” They were invited to share their answers via
Mentimeter.

As highlighted in the previous discussions, the issues of Religion, Irish, lunch times, and outdoor play 
were the most commonly raised by parents. A number of parents also highlighted homework, 
specifically that they would like to see the amount of homework reduced or removed completely. 
While some parents wanted Religion to be kept as it is currently, others wanted it to be broadened 
to include learning about all religions and ethics, while others would rather see it removed from the 
Primary Curriculum. Parents felt that the teaching of Irish should change so that the focus is on 
spoken or conversational Irish. Parents also noted that they would like longer lunch times for 
children, and more time for outdoor play and learning. A number of other points were raised, which 
can be read in full in Appendix 2. 
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Emails from parents 

The National Parents Council Primary received two emails from parents who wished to further 
express their views on the Primary Curriculum. Those emails are included below: 

1. From the chair of a Parents’ Association  - We have had representations from a number of
parents concerning the extremely limited amount of time, 10 minutes per day, that is
scheduled for children to eat their lunches. This is 10 minutes in total for both breaks. The
number of children returning home with full lunchboxes, complaining that they didn't have
enough time to eat their lunches is an ongoing point of concern, and a constant topic of
conversation, amongst the parents of our school. Given how important eating habits are to
ongoing good health this appears to be a significant oversight. We would be extremely
grateful if the NPC could incorporate this into their suggestions for the primary school
curriculum.

Additionally we had a parent express concern around the lack of focus on outdoor learning
and nature education in the draft curriculum. Outdoor learning has been shown to be hugely
beneficial to children and we would love to see this reflected in the new curriculum.

2. Just wondering is there anything in the new curriculum on neuro diversity.
My two boys are autistic.
When they were younger both learned to read full words.
Teachers were very rigid measuring them against their peers all the time.

Emails from parents 

The National Parents Council Primary received two emails from parents who wished to further 
express their views on the Primary Curriculum. Those emails are included below: 

1. From the chair of a Parents`Association  - We have had representations from a number of
parents concerning the extremely limited amount of time, 10 minutes per day, that is
scheduled for children to eat their lunches. This is 10 minutes in total for both breaks. The
number of children returning home with full lunchboxes, complaining that they didn't have
enough time to eat their lunches is an ongoing point of concern, and a constant topic of
conversation, amongst the parents of our school. Given how important eating habits are to
ongoing good health this appears to be a significant oversight. We would be extremely
grateful if the NPC could incorporate this into their suggestions for the primary school
curriculum.

Additionally we had a parent express concern around the lack of focus on outdoor learning
and nature education in the draft curriculum. Outdoor learning has been shown to be hugely
beneficial to children and we would love to see this reflected in the new curriculum.

2. Just wondering is there anything in the new curriculum on neuro diversity.
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My two boys are autistic. 
When they were younger both learned to read full words. 
Teachers were very rigid measuring them against their peers all the time. 
'Because this is the way children learn apparently' 
It caused a lot of stress on our family. 
Has there been anything on that or is there another group discussion ? 
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
